Application icon)

o Clear copies of the current and valid State of Michigan or Grand
Rapids Electrical Contractor and Master Licenses. Please note: If
you are renewing for the next year, you must have the Licenses for
that year in order to register.

o The Registration fee: $25.00

Renewal Icon)
¢ Clear copies of the current and valid State of Michigan or Grand
Rapids Electrical Contractor and Master Licenses. Please note: If
you are renewing for the next year, you must have the Licenses for
that year in order to re-register.
